Another Kimlin Cider Mill - Our research has finally
revealed the exact location of the Kimlin’s other
cider mill in “Manchester”. This mill was located on
former railroad right-of-way in the area of Route

55 and Wappingers Creek. The mill operated from
1922 to the 1960s. A 1927 article states “The Mill
at Manchester is now the main one, several
hundred thousand gallons of cider being made
there annually.”
